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Habitability  is  the  consideration  of  the
characteristics  of  systems  focused  on
satisfying  personnel  needs  that  are
dependent  upon  physical  environment.
Habitability  analyzes  factors  of  working
conditions  and  accommodations  that  are
necessary  to  sustain  the  morale,  safety,
health, and comfort of the user population
that  contribute  directly  to  personnel
effectiveness and mission accomplishment.
